O Project Updates-Bryan Petzel addressed the public and council. Details located in the new business
portion of the minutes.

1 Skyline Cooperative-Janet states that letters have not been sent out to residents that were not in
compliance with Skyline Cooperative Amendments. Kristi Powers made a payment for a portion of the
dumpster in Vetter Park following the flooding this spring. Mayor Attarian asked for clarification of exterior
lighting on homes. Janet explained that she has not found and supported documentation within the
Cooperative amendments.

O City Treasurer Report-Lon presented the council with the treasurer's report. August receipts were
$20,769.85. August payables were $83,497.74. Total fund balance is $1,006,244.58. Total balance of
Water Tower/Pump House project fund is $427,881.84 Shirley moved to accept the treasurer’s report and to
pay the hills, Michelle seconded. Passed unanimously.
